 The festival, which is a national holiday in Japan, will have activities for the whole family.  Junko Shigeta, of Denver, will perform on the koto, which is a six-foot long stringed instrument, at 1:15 pm. She also will introduce the audience to Japanese customs in her hour-long presentation. Other activities are a Grandmother’s Trunk filled with traditional objects, the making of paper wishes, samples of Japanese snacks, and a gift table.
